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Final Napa County election results released Tuesday morning confirm the outcome of two St. Helena races that remained close on election night: Mayor Del Britton defeated challenger Alan Galbraith and voters passed the Measure C school bond.

Britton received 1,410 votes (53.3 percent), compared with 1,237 votes for Galbraith (46.7 percent).

Measure C passed with 59.6 percent of the vote, with 2,782 voting for and 1,887 voting against. The measure needed 55 percent of the vote to pass, and it exceeded that margin by 214 votes.

Both results were consistent with preliminary election night tallies, which had Britton leading Galbraith by 109 votes and Measure C leading by 71 votes.

Overall voter turnout was 79.5 percent, ranking Napa County among the top 10 counties statewide.

Other races with local interest included:

• St. Helena School Board: Incumbents Jeff Conwell and Jeannie Kerr were re-elected unopposed, and didn’t appear on the ballot. Maria Haug (2,185 votes, 55.3 percent) defeated Josefina Hurtado (1,764 votes, 44.7 percent) in a two-way race for an open seat.

• St. Helena City Council: Incumbent Sharon Crull was re-elected (1,440 votes) and Greg Pitts was elected to an open seat (1,409 votes). Both candidates were unopposed.

• Napa Valley College Board of Trustees, Area 6: incumbent JoAnn Busenbark (4,291 votes, 53.1 percent) defeated challenger Rosaura Segura (3,792 votes, 46.9 percent).

• Napa County Board of Education, Area 7: incumbent Jennifer Kresge (4,083 votes, 56.1 percent) defeated challenger Steve Herdell (3,191 votes, 43.9 percent).

• Measure U, which would have redesignated several Angwin parcels owned by Pacific Union College, failed with 20,101 votes for (39.5 percent) and 30,761 votes against (60.5 percent).
